Fluorescence pattern (positive reaction): 

Autoantibodies against metabotropic glutamate receptor 5 (mGluR5/GRM5) react specifically with 
cells transfected correspondingly and produce a flat, fine-granular to smooth cytoplasmic fluorescence 
with an accentuated cell membrane. Generally, the area of the cell nuclei does not react. 

Some cells are not transfected and show no specific fluorescence. 

If all cells are stained, i.e. also control-transfected cells, antibodies against other cell antigens are 
present.
